1. INTRODUCTION

Cardamom  scientifically ~ known  as
(Amomum sabulatum Roxb., It is an herbaceous
perennial cash crop, and also referred to as
“Queen of Spices™. It is cultivated in an altitude
range of 600 m and 2,000 m above sea level
where annual rainfall is between 1,500 to 2,500
mm and the temperature varies from 8° C to 20°
C. Economic yield starts from 3rd years onward
after planting and its optimal yield period is 8-10
years. The total life span of Cardamom plants 1s
about 20-25 years. There are sixteen varieties of
Cardamom in the world. Among them five types
of Large Cardamom are in farming practices
across Nepal-Ramsey. Golsey,  Sawney.
Chibesey. and Dammersey.

Cardamom belongs to the Zingiberaccae
family. This is one of the highest priced and most
expensive spices after saffron and vanilla. The
seeds have a pleasant aroma and a characteristic
warm, slightly pungent taste. There are two
kinds of cardamoms found in the spice world.
True cardamom (or small) cardamom belongs
to the genus Elettaria. Large cardamom, Nepal
cardamom or the black cardamom also known as
large cardamom belongs to the genus Amomum.

Seeds of cardamom contain 6-8% essential
oil, but seeds of large cardamom contain less
than 3.5% oil. Large cardamom seeds have a
- harsh note with a camphor aroma. These are
2 indigenous to Sikkim and other parts of the

Himalayas, and are mainly used in spice mixes.

Large Cardamom is abundantly grown in
Nepal, thus it is also known as Nepal cardamom
(Elaichi in Nepali). Today. cardamom Is
cultivated in India, Nepal, Sri Lanka, Guatemala,

Mexico. Thailand and Central America. Whole

Cardamom pods come from India while the
decorticated seeds are imported from Guatemala.
2. Historical perspective
Large cardamom was introduced into Illam =
(Nepal) in 1865 AD, nearly 143 years ago by |
Nepalese laborers from Sikkim. Its commercial |

cultivation started in Illam much later in around =

1953 AD only. The establishment of Cardamom S
Development Centre at Fikkal in this district in
1975 paved the way for the development of this
crop.

Nepal is among the world’s top largest
producer of large cardamom, with annual

production exceeding 6,600 metric tons and -

expected to rise annually. Cardamom, which 1s
farmed and processed by over 70,000 houscholds g
in the East (420,000 people). ranks consistently |
in the top 12 export commaodities of the country, &
contributing an annual average USS 20 millionto &
the national economy, including US$ 12 million

in export earnings. Nepal is one of the largest

cardamom exporters with its market share being
close to 50 per cent of the global market. India,
Singapore and UAE are the largest markets for :
Nepali cardamom. India alone imports more |
than 80 per cent of Nepali cardamom.




Recognizing the potential of black
cardamom, Nepal Trade Integration Strategy
(NTIS) has identified it as a major exportable
item  prioritizing its development and
promotion. NTIS has installed driers for black
cardamom in Panchthar, Sankhuwasabha.
Tehrathum, Bhojpur and Taplejung, which has
helped farmers process their products and fetch
better prices than the unprocessed ones.

Though black cardamom can be planted in
slopes and cliffs across hilly districts it is being
cultivated primarily in hilly districts in Eastern
Nepal only. Of the total land area in Nepal,
14,787 hectares is viable for the production of
black cardamom of which 12,584 hectares are
used for cultivation.

3. POLICIES

There is no specific policy addressing
Cardamom in Nepal. However, government
introduced a long term  Agriculture
Perspective Plan (APP) for 20 years in 1995.
In continuation of the long term agriculture
plan, the Government currently formulated
Agriculture Development Strategy (ADS),
Cardamom is regarded as major cash crop.
Moreover, the NTIS ( Nepal Trade Integration
Strategy) has identified Cardamom as major
exportable commodity among the top 17 goods
and services. Cardamom production and trade
development efforts are underway under this
strategy.

Trade Policy 2009 and the Nepal Trade
Integration Strategy (NTIS) 2010 have
identified several agricultural products such as
lentils, tea, coffee, ginger, large cardamom, jute
etc. as potential goods for export.

4. PRESENT STATUS

Most of the cardamom producing areas
is located in Ilam, Panchthar, Taplejung,
Sankhuwasabha, Terhathum, Bhojpur and
Dhankuta districts. While the area has expanded

to include more than 37 districts covering all
development regions of the country. Today,
Nepal is the top producer of large cardamom
followed by India and Bhutan (Large cardamom
is produced by only these three countries). In
2012, Nepal exported 5902 mt. ton of large
cardamom worth Rs. 3.892.651,271.

Cardamom makes more than 90% of its
sales to India without value addition. The Large
Cardamom produced in is exclusively sold to
Indian markets (Siliguri), Delhi and Amritsar
are the potential markets in. After reaching
India, the large cardamoms are value added and
sorted to export abroad. The typical marketing
channel is:

Collector — District Traders — Regional
Trader — Indian Traders — Export to third
countries

It is well established fact that Large
Cardamom is a lucrative cash commodity of
Nepal. It is grown in the marginal and semi
marginal types of land in the mid hill regions
of Nepal which covers nearly 37 districts of
mid hill regions however the leading producers
are the mid hills of Eastern Region. As per
the production statistics, more than 97% of
the total production is concentrated in seven
districts of the Eastern Development Region
viz Taplejung, Panchthar, Ilam, Dhankura,
Bhojpur, Terhathum and Sankhuwasabha.

Nepal is the leading producer of large
cardamom. In the year 2007-08, the total
production of large cardamom was recorded
as 7087 metric tons (MT). The numbers of
farmer families involved in large cardamom
cultivation in Nepal are around 33 thousand.
There is very little value addition on the farmers'
level: the plantations are affected by severe
diseases like chhirkey, foorkey, kaalo tusaro,
and fal napakne. The market promotional
activities such as the basic infrastructures like

ind branding, exploration of new markets and
sxtension services are lacking. But still, the crop
s getting popularity among the mid hill farmers
ind gaining expansion in other districts too.

5. MAJOR CHALLENGES

The challenges associated with production of
:ardamom-farmer perspective are;

» Ageing of the crop as a result of which
the yield of cardamom has been declining
steadily. The old stock which has been in use
from the last 70 years needs to be replaced
with new varieties.

*Crop loss due to pests and diseases.
The most common and mass destructive
diseases are known as Chirke and Furke
the fungal infection in the cardamom plant.
When infected the production goes down to
10 %. Because of spreading of this disease
significant amount of crop is lost each year.
However, technical know-how to address
this problems is not well known and only the
remedy is uprooting and destroy the infected
plant to control spreading of the fungus in
other healthy plants.

* The number of improved dryers 1is
insufficient to meet the local demand. As
cardamom is harvested more or less at the
same time the pressure on limited number
of improved dryers to dry cardamom 1s very
high. The cost of dryers seems to be the major
obstacle in its replication.

» Cardamomis generally grownundershade
in moist areas but massive deforestation in
many locations lack of moisture is a problem.
Therefore, there i1s a need for irrigation.

* At the moment cardamom 1is sold to
the traders at the price determined by them.
Farmers do not have any bargaining capacity
nor price information, limiting their capacity
to fix/negotiate the selling price.

« Lack of know-how in improving the
quality of cardamom. For example, what ==
should be the optimum moisture content and =
how to measure it? Farmers have expressed 2
the moisture content in the capsules meter |
so that they can determine and maintain *
optimum moisture content in the capsules. =
Same is the true with monitoring curing -
temperature. Farmers are willing to pay for
thermometers that are used in the Kilns to
measure the temperature. This will allow 5
farmers to monitor and maintain optimal
drying temperature.
6. OPPORTUNITIES _
There are several opportunities for value ©

adding to improve the quality of cardamom;
Grading and removal of tail:
One of the value addition techniques is
grading for size. As there is price difference | a
between graded and ungraded cardamom so ©
the interest to grade cardamom at the local level
has increased substantially. Another opportunity
identified is the removal of tail from the pods. |
Tail free pods fetch higher market value than
those with the tail. Traders from Taplejung g
engage laborers in Birtamod to cut off the tail
before the product is sold. For each kilo of tail
cut the traders have to pay Rs. 3 per kg. The tails ‘.'
are not wasted. They are sold for Rs. 10 per kg
and are used for making incense.
Whether or not farmers will remove the tail
will depend on the market price this season. The
motivation to value addition will depend on the =%
market price. Without the assurance of market =
price (minimum guarantee price) it is not likely
that farmers will be willing to invest in value |
adding. The problem of fixing the market price
is the highly fluctuating market price (Rs 4500 8
to 19.500 per mund) of cardamom. With such a !
big variation in price fixing premium price for ©

value added products is difficult. N




Contribution to ongoing efforts:

Cardamom farming has provided many men
and women to earn cash income during the
harvesting season. Even the landless people have

- been able to benefit from cardamom farming.

With intensification of cardamom plantation the
migration of youth to neighbor India has also

= almost stopped. Being shade loving cardamom
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Is planted under tree canopies. The species of

choice is alder (Alnus nepalensis) which grows
well on degraded lands. According to the farmers

there are about 2000 trees per hectare. This figure

appears higher than the optimal stocking rate of

1,100 to 1,600 trees per hectare recommended
by the Department of Forestry. Due to smaller
canopy, alder is planted closer to provide shade
to cardamom. Hence. more trees per unit land.
Depending on the location each tree when
matured (over 15 years) can fetch from Rs.
847 to 1,129 per ropani at today’s value giving
cardamom farmers a sense of financial security.

Besides financial contributions, cardamom
farming has also directly contributed climate
change through sequestration of carbon and in
rehabilitation of degraded lands.

Cardamom farming in Nepal can be called
largely organic as there is very little chemicals
such as inorganic fertilizers and pesticides
used. Therefore, the product is healthy and its
cultivation does not contaminate the soil and
water.

Following the success of cardamom farming
there 1s a strong interest on part of the
smallholders to increase the land under
_cardamom farming. As most of the
marginal and degraded lands have already

The implications
of increasing the area under cardamom
on the land use and biodiversity should
be understood before expanding the
cultivation.

7. Development efforts from
Government of Nepal and FNCCI/AEC:

8. CONCLUSION

The cardamom production and trading has
seen able to produce tangible economic benefits
o smallholder farmers engaged in cardamom
farming. New dryers are likely to replace the
raditional dryers. The major factor behind this
s the cost of the dryers. Efforts are already in
nlace to improve design to reduce the cost of
construction.

Organizations such as the FNCCI and the
Trade Promotion Center should support to
expand the market base for trading cardamom.
Penetrating overseas market will require
meeting the international standards. At moments
standards required for international market is
not known to the farmers. Much remains to be

done in order to improve the quality further in
terms of quality, size, color, and oil content.

The price is not attractive and fluctuates with a
wide variation which has been the major problem
for cardamom trading. So the contract growing
and negotiating a minimum guarantee price is
important. Besides the infrastructure, logistics and
support require to store and market cardamom is
not available at the moment.

Opportunity for value addition should be
supported with a thorough cost benefit analysis
and assurance of buying price for value added
products. One value addition that farmers can
almost immediately start is the removal of tail
from the capsules. The price of tail free cardamom
therefore must include the weight loss due to the
removal of tail and the cost of labor.
